September saw the annual gather-
ing of delegates for the 2007
International Council Meeting in
Salzburg, Austria. The weather was
kind to us except for one wet day
that just happened to be the drive
day, which did not deter delegates
from enjoying the roads through the
Alps.

The meeting saw several important
matters considered. Presentations
were given by staff from relevant
areas of BMW AG in relation to

the updating of our Club Image.
After lively discussions on the draft
proposals a few details were yet

to be finalized and more information will become available early in 2008.
Existing clubs will be able to phase their transition to the new design over
a period of time concluding in January 2010.

Of importance to the future directions of the International Council, the
club survey was also discussed in detail and all delegates had the oppor-
tunity to comment on the draft questions. Phase one of the survey will be
concluded in time to allow the results to be considered at the meeting of
the International Council Board in February 2008.

Other matter brought before the meeting included the pleasant task of
approving the recognition awards and the field, while small, was of premi-
um quality. Applications to join our global family of BMW enthusiasts were
considered along with an application for a second umbrella organization in
Europe. The approval of the Federation of European BMW Clubs hopefully
provides the way forward after several years of dispute between BMW
Club Europa e.V. and several of the larger clubs in Europe.

One of the final decisions of the meeting was to approve the location for
the International Council Meeting 2008, which will be held in Vancouver,
Canada in September.

This meeting was also the first meeting attended by Karl Baumer, who
took up the Directorship of BMW Mobile Tradition in May this year. The
Council will benefit from Karl’s experience and insight over future years.
Delegates were also able to get to know several BMW representatives
from the various BMW sales regions and BMW Motorrad who attended
the meeting.

As usual the meeting ran smoothly and thanks again go to the terrific work
done behind the scene by the staff of the International BMW Club Office.

BMW Classic 2007 - “The GroBglockner beckons”

From September 2"d — 9th, BMW classic cars of all types came

The departure of the special train for the
Tauern Gate had to be postponed, as were the arrival times in
the various towns - from 5 a.m. there was no time for sleep, with
the organization team constantly on two phone lines to the OBB,
OREF, GroBglockner Society, restaurants ...

To cut a long story short, the GroBglockner Society made the trip
possible — using all possible means and vehicles at its disposal.
In some cases as much as 2 meters of snow had to be ploughed
away. Again and again people commented how impressive this
experience of the power of nature was, how quickly the weather
changes up here in the mountains. Lots of winter photos were
taken of our classic BMW vehicles: it was certainly a trip we will
remember for a long time to come. By the way, after our trip,
the GroBglockner was closed again and remained so for several
days! To the delight of all participants, we were received with
sunshine and summer temperatures on the Carinthian side,
where the special car train took us into the Gastein valley.

Good accommodation and superb culinary delights rounded off
this week which was definitely an exciting event — in every sense
of the word. All participants were thrilled, which in turn delighted
the organizer. Good-bye until the “BMW Classic 2009” in Tyrol
with Timmelsjoch, Jaufenpass, Kihtai and the Lechtal Alps.

Annual Meeting of the International Council of BMW Clubs

Meetings, Motorcycles and Monsoons

The occasion was the Annual Meeting of the International
Council of BMW Clubs. Motorcycles were represented by the
BMW Motorcycle Owners of America, BMW Riders Association,
BMW Clubs Asia, BMW Clubs Europe, BMW Clubs Africa and
the newly formed Federation of European BMW Clubs. Planning
started months before - when the invitations that went out
asked whether there would be an interest in an organised ride
during the meeting, and it received a resound-ing Yes from all
attendees.

The first challenge then was to get riding gear to Austria and
stay within the weight limits that the airlines dictate. And of
course getting your luggage there — Dave Swider could not
partake, as his luggage got waylaid by the airlines. Peter Dunn
also joined the ride in spirit, as other priorities used up the
space his rider gear needed. After attending to a range of club
issues in two days of meetings — including budgets, club survey,
club identity and many more — it was not even a question of
whether to go riding — but how soon. The destination was
Hallstatt which nestles comfortably between the Alps and Lake
Hallstattersee. The era which has been named after this region,
the Hallstatt Age, lasted from 1,200 to 500 B.C. The Hallstatt
Culture is associated with the Celtic Culture during the early
Iron Age. During the Hallstatt Age, the people depended on
nearby rock-salt mining, which was important in those days
for preserving food. There are salt mines in Hallstatt that have
been mined for at least 2,800 years which make them some of
the oldest in the world.

A fast choice of motorcycles was waiting - BMW Motorrad in
Munich had kindly provided the best Berlin machinery - BMW
R1200RT, R1200GS and Adventure, HP2 Megamoto, BMW
K1200GT, K1200R Sport, FBOOST and more. Not planned was
what the Salzburg weather bureau called heavy rain with tem-
peratures of 10 to 14° Celsius. It was in fact more what would
be called a Monsoon in most areas in the world; the result was

that every stream was a raging river and every mountain slope
a waterfall. Led by the delegate of BMW Club Europa Helmut
Protil, the ride started at the Gersberg Alm in Salzburg and took
the riders to Hallstatt — through very wet and misty conditions.
Arriving at Lake Hallstattersee, the group quickly found a warm
restaurant where the standard order was Hot Chocolate and
Austrian cheesecake or Apple Strudel.

Given the choice to go back via the same route or over a
mountain pass, the choice was very simple - the mountain
pass. Halfway up the mountain, a very wet automatic toll booth
left the group stranded on both side of the barrier — but this
minor hitch was quickly resolved by a very efficient Austrian
operator. Past the barrier waited a beautiful and winding pass,
with switchbacks and tall trees. The 14 motorcyclists deserving
an honorable mention were Helmut Protil, Kati Hockner, Pierre-
Philippe Errard, Jan van Ruijven, Bob and Rose Wood, Ray and
Laura Zimmerman, David and Rita de Bruyn, Matz Rosenqyvist,
Peter Ho, Debbi and Mel Harbour.
